How to have a successful audition:

Know what to expect! 

· When you arrive at the audition site be prepared to wait in a large room with all the other students waiting to audition.  This can be very intimidating but remember to just try your best.  Bring something like a book to help you pass time.

· You will be called from the warm-up room into an audition hallway.  Parents will not be allowed to accompany you.  There will be many teachers on the hallway that could help you tune your instrument while you are waiting.

· Sometimes while you are waiting the judges might take a lunch break.  This might put you waiting in the hall longer.  We feel that you would prefer to have a judge’s attention on you rather than hearing you over the crunch of some chips.  If your audition time falls around 11:30 to noon bring a book, crossword puzzle, or some other quiet item that will help you pass the time.  Typically, the waiting times are extended about 20 minutes.

· During the directors lunch break, if you need to step out for 5-10 minutes to gather your wits let the teacher in the hallway know.  However, if you exceed this time you may lose your audition spot.

In the audition room!

· Teachers have told you what the requirements are for the audition.  Be prepared to play anything off of the requirement list.

· When you arrive, a list of scales and a section of your solo will be posted.  Please know what you are expected to play that day.

· If you do not play all the requirements posted, you are guaranteed not to make the orchestra.  Make sure all scales asked are played.

· If you make a mistake, breathe slowly and calm down.  It is rare for any one student to have a perfect audition.  One mistake will not hurt you but letting that one mistake get to you will.
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
